Trees help us to breathe. They help us by giving us lots of oxygen. All people need oxygen to live because it feeds our cells. Another way they help, trees clean up pollution. Their leaves suck up the pollution from cars, buses, and trucks. That makes the air clean. Our lungs work better with clean air than they do with smoky dirty air. 
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Also, trees are beautiful.  It is the green that makes a tree beautiful.  All trees have lots and lots of green.  Green is my favorite color so when I look at a tree and I see all of the green, I smile.  I like beautiful things.  They make me happy.  Green trees are beautiful and thrill my heart.  The world needs beauty and green trees do that. 
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	(2) Details:
If students do not see specific nouns and vivid verbs in the detail list – they know that they do not have supporting details. The reader should be able to visualize.  One solution to a weak paragraph like the one above is to have students ask themselves – What do I see that proves my point?  What do I hear that proves my point? Brainstorm answers and add that information to the paragraph. 
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
